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Bocce Scoring Information

At the end of each Frame, points will be awarded
Only one team scores in a Frame
One (1) point is awarded for each ball that is closer to the pallina than the closest ball of

the opposing team
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A maximum of 4 points may be awarded in a Frame
In the event that the closest ball of each team is the same distance from the pallina, no
points will be awarded and the pallina returns to the team that delivered it

Only balls which are distinguishably closer to the pallina than any of the opponent's balls

are awarded points

All measurements should be made from the closest/inside edge of the pallina to the
closest/inside edge of a Bocce ball
Games are played to 12 points or a designated time limit, with the first team reaching 12
points, or the team leading when time expired and the final frame completed, being

declared the winner of the Match

0 points scored: Each teams’ balls are equidistant to the pallina and there are no other closer balls.
